Program Committee Report
The committee set the program calendar for 2007 (2007 ESP Calendar Link).
Platform I: The Non-traditional Entrepreneur
The AKA-preneur Series:  This committee will address the needs of the Non-traditional Entrepreneur by conducting entrepreneurial seminars, hosting networking opportunities and sharing key information with women in business and aspiring entrepreneurs.  A mentor program will be developed for aspiring women entrepreneurs by pairing them with experienced successful women entrepreneurs.  It will also provide opportunities for Soror entrepreneurs to promote their products/services through chapter business fairs (set up at chapter meeting or other chapter events).

· The first action item for this committee will be to plan and host an entrepreneurial seminar in June.  We will partner with local businesses and organizations to promote the seminar and develop various incentives for attendees, i.e. giveaways, financial consultations, etc.

· This committee will also implement the Soror entrepreneur presentations at the March chapter meeting to be conducted through December, with the exception of the May chapter meeting due to the Ebony Fashion Fair Fundraiser.

Platform II: The Economic Keys to Success
The AKA-nomics Committee: This committee will address the initiative for enabling the Sorority membership to gain a basic understanding of economic issues and problems through devoting a minimum of 15 minutes at each chapter meeting to discuss economic issues.  They will conduct the economic literacy assessment quiz and reissue the quiz throughout the year to track Soror’s progress and improvement.  They will also maintain a record of all learning time and application techniques on the AKA-nomics Checkbook.  

· This committee will kickoff the AKA-nomics initiative at the February chapter meeting by conducting the economic literacy assessment quiz.

Earn-Save-Prosper (ESP) Kids Club: This committee will increase the economic literacy of black youth in the 6th-9th grades before they reach the age of employability (15 yrs. of age).  This committee will select a target audience to teach youth about earning, spending, saving and investing money.  They will explore partnerships with local financial institutions and successful business owners to implement this program.
Platform III – The Economic Growth of the Black Family
Adopt-A-Family Initiative: This committee will establish a family resource program that provides at risk Black families, having at least one male, with health related, educational, economic, personal development experiences and opportunities and services to enhance their quality of life to overcome barriers that hinder positive growth.  This committee will establish criteria and a training session for working with a family to ensure Sorors are properly trained to deal with these vast issues and to ensure confidentiality of the family’s information.  This committee will seek to adopt one family based on the recommended number for our chapter size.
Youth Education Day: This committee will partner with other sororities and fraternities to expose Black Youth to higher education at the college and university levels.  The event will be hosted on a college campus and topics will be geared towards the importance of a higher education, life experiences, how to prepare financially and mentally, etc. 
Platform V: Health Resource Management and Economics
ESP 1908 Centennial Walk and Million Pound Challenge: This committee will design creative and fun ways for the chapter and community at large to promote a healthy lifestyle both physically and mentally.  We are encouraged to participate in the Chicago Defender’s Million Pound Challenge, a 12 month initiative that kicks off in January 2007 to challenge the Black Community to collectively lose one million pounds.  
The 1908 Centennial Walk is a historic initiative and will consist of committing to walk 1,908 miles in 18 months (or exercising a minimum of 19.08 minutes per day if unable to walk); the culmination will be in two phases: (1) A synchronized global walk two weeks prior to the 2008 Centennial Boule and (2) A Symbolic Walk into Washington DC at the 2008 Boule.  
Mental Health Initiative: This committee will be responsible for planning and hosting a Mental Health/Health Town Hall Meeting to increase awareness of mental health and other health challenges affecting the Black Community.  As Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. is the only African America organization with mental health as a national initiative, chapters should seek partnerships/sponsorships with national and local health organizations to conduct the town hall meeting.
